Man goes
missing
east of Covelo

July 31 — On July 22,
2024 at approximately
8:43 pm, the Mendocino
County  Sheriffs  Office
was contacted regarding
a missing person in the
Covelo area. The missing
person was identified as 44
year-old Manuel Alvarado.

Sheriff's Office deputies
contacted the reporting
party who advised
they  were  contacted
by Alvarado’s  mother.
Alvarado’s mother had
received a text message
from her son saying
goodbye, that he loved
her, and she could find his
body in the mountains near
Covelo.

The reporting party was
able to contact Alvarado
by telephone and obtained
the  GPS  coordinates
for his current location,
which showed he was
approximately 19 miles
east of the Covelo Valley
south of Mendocino Pass
Road. This area is known
as Jumpoff Creek. Alvarado
advised the  reporting
person that his phone was
going to die and to send
help to his location.

The reporting party did
not know where Alvarado

Sherwood Corridor property
owners approve benefit
assessment

Mendocino County is pleased to announce the
successful passage of a special benefit assessment

Access Routes (‘EARSs”).

On May 21, 2024, the board adopted a resolution to
establish the special benefit assessment for the Willits
Creek and Firco EARs, located in Brooktrails, Spring
Creek, Sylvandale, and Gates Subdivisions. A public
hearing on July 23, 2024, allowed property owners to
express their support or opposition.

After the public hearing, the votes were tabulated,
resulting in an overwhelming approval of the
assessment. There were 6,680 weighted “Yes” votes,
representing 64% in favor, and 3,738 “No” votes. It
will appear on the tax roll for the fiscal year 2024-25,
with a term of 20 years. The rate is set at $30.33 per
developed parcel and $1.39 per undeveloped parcel.

This assessment will fund immediate road repairs,
drainage improvements, culvert maintenance,
roadside fuel clearing, and the installation of new
gates and turnouts, all in compliance with California
fire safety standards. Additionally, it will support
ongoing maintenance, including vegetation firebreak
maintenance and road surfacing and drainage conduit
upkeep.

“Passing this special assessment for Sherwood
Road Emergency Access Routes with overwhelming
support is a major step forward in creating a safer
community,” said Third District Supervisor John
Haschak. “This was a team effort from the very
beginning to meet the needs of the people of the area.
| would like to thank the property owners along the
routes, Sherwood Firewise Community, Brooktrails
Township CSD, and the County of Mendocino staff
and board for consistent support and advocacy
throughout the process.

“Working together on this pilot program, we were
able to resolve many different issues along the
way.” Haschak said. “l am very proud of the efforts,
expertise, and collaboration provided by everyone
involved in this project.”

Protect your health
from wildfire smoke

Sacramento — With wildfire smoke and reduced air
quality affecting many California communities, the California
Department of Public Health is urging Californians to take
steps to protect themselves from air pollutants. Wildfire
smoke can affect anyone’s health, but some people are at
higher risk, including pregnant people, children, older adults,
first responders, and people with chronic conditions like
asthma, COPD, diabetes, kidney disease, or heart disease.

“All Californians should be aware of the risks of wildfire
smoke and ash inhalation and take steps to avoid breathing
in pollutants, including reducing outdoor activity and staying
indoors when possible,” said Dr. Tomas J. Aragén, CDPH
director and State Public Health Officer. “Wildfire smoke
can make anyone sick, but it's particularly unhealthy for
vulnerable individuals, including children, people who are
pregnant, and those with chronic health conditions.”

To avoid possible health problems due to wildfire smoke
and poor air quality, CDPH recommends taking the following

Stay informed. Check the air quality and sign up for
updates. Californians can check their local air quality index
at www.airnow.gov

Stay indoors. If the air quality is bad, stay inside as much
as possible and close all windows, doors and vents.

Adjust your A/C. Change the settings on your A/C unit to
re-circulate or close outdoor air intakes to avoid drawing in
smoky outdoor air. Running an air purifier can also help.

Wear a mask. If you must go outside, wear a well-fitting
N95 mask. This is especially important for those who must
work outdoors for long periods, in areas with heavy smoke.

Wildfire smoke contains fine particles which are respiratory
irritants, and when inhaled deeply, can affect the lungs and
the heart. Exposure to high concentrations of fine particles
can cause persistent cough, runny nose, phlegm, wheezing,
and difficulty breathing. Smoke from wildfires can also cause
eye irritation, reduced lung function, and bronchitis. Those
with asthma or another lung disease should keep at least a
7-day supply of medication on hand and call a health care
provider if nearby wildfires worsen breathing issues.

Wildfires can also lead to emergency evacuations, and
it's important to follow the direction of local officials when
evacuations are ordered. Current evacuation information can
often be found through monitoring local news outlets as well
as official social media channels of emergency responders
such as a sheriff’s office, police department, and

5K race held in honor of local hero Jesse Pittman
held in Willits for final year

It was a bittersweet day for the Jesse
Pittman Race participants. Spirits were high
as 169 racers, Navy SEALS, CALFIRE,

friends assembled in the early cool air at
Recreation Grove Park.

Jesse Pittman was a constant presence
at the gathering, with T-shirts and hats,
a memorial table, and his name being
spoken in seemingly every other sentence.
The sadness came at memory of the loss
of this fine young, selfless man and the fact
that this was going to be the final race in its
current form.

“What is the reason we are here?” asked
Barry Scott, a teammate on Jesse’s SEAL
group. “What brings us out every summer?
There’s really one big reason why we
established the Jesse Pittman Foundation.
There’s one fundamental reason why we
keep this going every year. It's to keep
Jesse’s legacy alive.

“Jesse Pittman was a Navy SEAL and
was killed in Afghanistan, August 6, 2011,
in a helicopter crash. A lot of you have
probably heard about call sign Extortion
17. Jesse was one of the souls we lost
that day. The reason we established the
Jesse Pittman Foundation, along with Ida
and Terry, was to honor Jesse’s legacy and
keep his spirit going.

“There are two basic activities we do
every year in order to keep Jesse’s spirit
alive,” explained Scott. “One is this race.
The other thing we do is the scholarship
program. The way we do the scholarship
is we are looking for the next young person
who reminds us of Jesse’s character in
spirit, drive, grit and determination. That
was a huge component of who Jesse was.

“No one is really gone while they are still
spoken of,” Scott added.

According to Pittman’s mother, Ida, “This
is the last race in this form. If somebody
takes it on later — Barry was saying maybe
CALFIRE or the Striders will take it on and
do a smaller one back at Lake Mendocino,
where I'm not involved. It's a lot of work.
At Lake Mendocino, there would be less
permits required. The lake is easier. You
do need to get permits from the Corps of
Engineers and runners’ insurance. | think
that's the only two things you have to get.
In Willits, we need three permits to close
the roads down.

“| figured out that the kids who applied
this year were 6 years old when Jesse died,”
said Ida. “They don't have the emotional
connection, but they are required to read
a narrative about Jesse which gives them
a better sense of purpose of what they are
applying for. We want them to understand
what it is that we're about. We're a popular
scholarship, as we hear from the lady who
manages the scholarships.”

The end of the race is not the end of
the Jesse Pittman Foundation or the
scholarship program.

“Over the last 13 years,” said Ida, “we’ve
selected 17 students from seven high
schools across all of Mendocino County.
The scholarship has paid out $47,000 to
the students. You all have raised a quarter
of a million dollars for the Jesse Pittman
Foundation and that is what has allowed the
endowment to continue on in perpetuity.”

Even if there is never another race, the
scholarship program will live on, finding
amazing young people in the county who
exemplify the qualities of grit, determination,

Deputies, with assistance of officers from the California Highway Patrol responded to
the area of the GPS coordinates in an attempt to locate Alvarado.

Deputies and officers utilized their PA system, sirens, and emergency lights while in the
area attempting to get the attention of Alvarado. Due to the darkness and extremely steep,
harsh terrain, Alvarado was not located. Deputies attempted to conduct an emergency
ping of Alvarado’s cell phone, which suggested the cell phone was either turned off, out of

battery, or outside of its service area.

A helicopter was requested from California Highway Patrol Northern Division Air
Operations in Redding, which responded during the morning of July 23, 2024 to assist
with search efforts. The CHP helicopter flew the area for several hours and was unable to

him. The subjects advised Alvarado walked to the river, which was common practice, and

had not returned.

Deputies were given permission to search the property where Alvarado had been
working/living and did not locate any signs of foul play.

Search and Rescue members continued the search of the area both by foot and by
helicopter and were unable to locate Alvarado.

Alvarado is still missing and considered at risk. Alvarado is described as a Hispanic
male adult 5'8”-5'10", weighing approximately 210 pounds, with black hair, brown eyes,
and a muscular build. Alvarado has tattoos on both arms.0

Further search and rescue efforts will continue, and we are currently establishing search

plans for these efforts.

This is a typical response from the individuals and
families lined up to receive food on Wednesdays and
Fridays, from 1 to 4:30 pm at the Willits Food Bank.

Since the Redwood Empire twice-monthly food
distributions at the ball fields ended, the need for an agency
to take up the slack in getting families the nutrition they
require has increased greatly. It is an existential problem of
increasing complexity and proportion.

Procuring food to distribute is not the largest problem
of the Willits Food Bank. The operational costs which
keep the doors open, pay for electricity, rent, salaries, etc.
need to be addressed in order to be able to provide this
necessary service. A recent additional allocation from the
Willits City Council, from federal American Rescue Plan
Act funds, helped stave off the demise of the service, at
least for a couple of months.

Kim Tippit, executive director of the Willits Food Bank,
has only been on the job for a few months and is looking
for funding in the form of donations and, hopefully, grants.

“Last Wednesday, the City of Willits was able to give us
an extra $50,000,” said Tippit. “We did our summer mailing
and we got a little over $15,000 from that. It will definitely
help to buy us the time we need to see if we can get the
grant money from T. R. Ericsson and additional grants that

we've applied for. Our budgetis $300,000 per year, $25,000
a month now, so we’re asking the public to help as much as
they can because when you look at the overall numbers,
it's scary. “Every little bit helps,” said Tippit. “We’ve reached
out to the churches in the community to ask them to, once
a month, fast and pray for the community, specifically, and
donate whatever they would have eaten in two meals to
the food bank to help feed other people.”

The Willits Food Bank receives four tons of less-than-
perfect foods from mostly Safeway and Mariposa each
week, as the grocery stores are not allowed, by law, to
throw out food. The items are perfectly healthy but may
have some type of blemish that makes them less desirable
to the general public.

“There’s an initiative called SB1383,” explained Tippit,
“‘which started a few years ago with the big grocery stores,
which states that they can’t throw their groceries in the
garbage because when they are thrown in the garbage,
they leak a lot of greenhouse gasses, so the state stepped
in and asked if we could redirect that food for human
consumption, or if it is not edible that we find a way to
compost it or give it to animals.

“We save four tons a month from the garbage in Willits that
goes back to food and a small portion goes to farms that pick
up for their animals. It might be something like cauliflower
that could have a tiny little blemish, where if you cut it off, itis

move forward,” Bender said. “They came forward to
the council asking for additional financial assistance,
and the council instructed the city manager, myself,
to look at what we could do with the existing ARPA
budget allocation.... Was there an opportunity to ...
move money around?

“Ifyou look in your packet, there is arecommendation
to remove $25,000 from two large-ticket items that
haven't been initiated yet, because we're still trying to
get our head around what those items would be. They
haven't been fully scoped — so that is money that is
underutilized and could be applied to the request that
is before you for financial assistance.

“ARPA stands for ‘American Recovery Plan Act,
and it seems the only fitting that any support for Willits
Community Services and Food Bank should come
from ARPA.

“Without this 50,000,” Bender said, “the food bank
could fold. It's critical that they get these funds, and |
for one wouldn’t be comfortable knowing that people
are going hungry, so it really is important — and it's
not all the money that they need - this is a stopgap
to help them have the time to seek out some other
funding.

“They don’t have a lot of other resources because
members of the community for whatever financial
reasons haven't been able to donate to the food
bank as much in this last year ... so there’s been
a decrease in the amount of money that they're
receiving in donations.

“And then they haven't been able to secure some
of their typical funding for other grants, so this is really
just trying to help them limp along you might say, while
they try to find another source.

“| feel confident that we can still do good work with
both the land use implementation item and the Rec
Grove item with $225,000 going to each of those,
as opposed to $250,000 going to each of those ...
whereas you know shaving that amount off and giving
to the food bank is going to give them an essential
shot in the arm.”

WCS Director Kim Tippet took the podium to say:
“Thank you so much for your consideration on this
matter. We have been doing all that we can to look
into other grants. I've been in contact with two grant
writers — I've been writing grants myself — so we're
hoping that the $50,000 will buy us enough time
so hopefully we'll get that grant TR Eriksen grant,
which will buy us enough time to look into additional
fundraising sources and grants.”

Tippet mentioned the SP 1383 program, which
funds food recovery, and looking into shelter and
HUD programs, “and different opportunities because
we can provide a lot of services and be really flexible
in those services to see what kind of grants are
available [for] the services for the community that
we can provide, whether it's for children, seniors,
veterans or homeless.

“| would really appreciate your consideration in this
manner because it really will help, and it'll make such
a difference in the lives of those we serve.”

Director Tippet took the opportunity to answer a
question she has gotten about “Isn’t it more expensive
in your new place?” “Actually, you know,” Tippet said,
“because of Mike Griggs and his family, our rent is
only $500 a month, so it’s less than half than what it
used to be.”

Tippet said she and her staff have cut down as much
as possible, and at a recent meeting were considering
whether they should cut WCS food distribution back
to one day a week, rather than on both Mondays and
Wednesdays, from 1 to 4 pm.

“But it would just implode the place,” she said,
“because our staff would have to all leave because
they wouldn’t make enough money ... and it just
was overwhelming to me to even think about that
possibility. So with that $50,000 it would buy us
enough time to be able to hopefully get that next
grant, and then we’d have six months to come up with
additional funding. So, thank you so much for your
consideration in this matter.”

Council members then voted unanimously to
support the $50,000 allocation.

managers Marcus Newby and his wife,
Jaclyn, and Grill Chef Donna Rice
did a wonderful job getting everyone
organized, feeding everyone.

General Manager Tamara Alaniz
began her report with the announcement
that the Sherwood Corridor Special
Benefit Assessment passed. The
board and audience applauded the
announcement, and Alaniz said, “This is
good news for the community and the
Sherwood Corridor.”

Continuing, she said: “A couple of
other things: We did close escrow on
the building across the street that will
provide new office space for us. We
already have some work underway on
things that need to be done to bring the
building up to use.

“We’ve been talking about scheduling
a Flea Market Community Yard Sale on
October 5. The Firefighters Association
is going to start to plan that,” she said.

Director Ed Horrick said: “| have one
question. We're in that open period for
the November elections. Have there
been any applicants as of yet?” Tyler-
O'Shea, who is up for reelection said:
‘| was the only one when | went in to
apply. [ was there the first day.”

Alaniz interjected: “We haven't been
notified of any additional applicants and
the deadline is August 8. If the filing
period is to be extended, we will be
notified by the county Elections Office.”

Next was the time set aside for public
comments, and Frank Sanderson who
lives on Buckeye Circle went to the
podium. He began: “We’ve been at our
address for eight years, and every year
there’s been a tremendous amount of
burning that has taken place involving
wood waste up there.

“| cannot understand why CDF thinks
they can do a better job than our own
fire chief. There’s no one better involved
or more knowledgeable regarding burn
days and the distribution of permits than
our fire chief. | ask the board, because
you have clout, to find some way to
return the authority to our township’s fire
chief. This year CAL FIRE allowed burns
to occur in times when it was clearly
stupid, endangering our community.
CAL FIRE should stay in the business
of putting out fires, not permitting them.”

Responding to Sanderson, Tyler-
O’Shea said: “| thank you Mr. Sanderson
for speaking about the issue about the
burn permits and CAL FIRE. | encourage
you to speak to them and encourage
others to go in and advocate. We don’t
have authority over CAL FIRE, but if the
community expresses the need, that's a
good start.”

Director Cavallari said: “l agree
with that because there was a fire on
almost the last day of June, and | could
smell smoke and | was terrified. Then |
noticed that it was one of my neighbors
burning leaves. | was shocked and |
called the fire department and was told,
‘Ifit's a burn day, they can burn.” On July
1 burns were suspended. But, the last
week of June, that was scary.”

Board Vice-President Rick Williams
added: “Speaking of that, by way
of directors’ responses to public
comments, | see two people here from
Sherwood Firewise here. Last week a
group came in on the road above our
property and on the road below and
cleared the whole thing, doing slash
removal and even took down some
small trees. | spoke to them, and they
said that it was a contract that the
Mendocino County Firesafe Council
had with Sherwood Firewise. They
thought they were doing it on greenbelt,
and | sort of thought, maybe | should tell
them otherwise, but then | just decided
to letthem do it.

“So, all of the stuff that I've thrown

over on to that property beside mine for
the last 20 years is now gone which is
really great! (The audience responded
to this with great laughter.) Williams
then asked, “So, how many contracts
does Sherwood Firewise have out with
the county Firesafe Council?”

Keith Rutledge with  Sherwood
Firewise stepped to the podium and
identified himself and said: “There are
a couple of different contracts that are
going on pretty much all of the time.
The county Fire Safe Council has a
couple of grants for defensible space:
one that is from the California Coastal
Conservancy and that allows us to
clear lots around homes to get the 100
foot defensible space, and the other
one is funded through the Community
Foundation that is for income-eligible
and/or disabled folk that allows us to
do work around the homes and also on
adjacent lots. These grants allow us to
get that 100 feet of defensible space.
In Brooktrails a lot of the lots are 50
feet wide, so, in order to attain 100 feet
we will do not just the one parcel but
sometimes two.

“Fire Safe Council has the two
grants and CAL FIRE has funded our
Sherwood Firewise for roadside fuel
reduction efforts,” Rutledge continues.
“We just sent out letters to Sherwood
Road residents. We are clearing 100
feet from the center line, on either side
of the center line, more than a shaded
fuel break. We did that all along Ridge
Road, Blue Lake and Timber Road, up
at the top of the ridge, and now we're
going to be coming up Sherwood Road.
We'll also do Sylvandale, Spring Creek
and the Gates. That's going to include
thinning out some trees. We are not
taking out big trees. We will be doing
this work throughout the next five years.

“We have a website and Facebook
page that anyone can check out to
see our progress. Our meetings have
been on zoom for quite a while, and we
invite everyone to check out what we'’re
doing.”

Third  District  Supervisor  John
Haschak stepped to the podium. “First of
all, as was announced earlier,” he said,
“the vote for the special assessment for
the emergency access routes did pass.
That was what the community wanted,
and there were 1,700 votes cast, but
because some were weighted differently
the overall vote tally was about 6,000+
to 3,300. | want to thank the board, the
general manager and district counsel
for all of your support on this, and also
Sherwood Firewise and all of that team.
Through working together we got this
done. The main goal is to make this
community safer, and | think that is what
this will do. So, again, thank you all.

“‘Secondly, we, the Board of
Supervisors, had a grant for $290,000
to do some work on some software.
But, the BOS has repurposed that
grant money to redo our vegetation
abatement ordinance, because we've
had problems with deadbeat owners,
people who aren't responsive. We
were trying to do work cleaning up the
properties, and we found that it cost
$15,000 to go through the court process
to be able to do that work,” Haschak
said.

“So, what we are looking for with the
repurposing of the grant money is to be
able to come up with an ordinance that
really works, that is effective, and we
will be able to get that work done in a
very cost-effective way,” he said. “That
will be an ongoing job of the county to
work on. The state gave us permission
to repurpose the grant money.

“We talked for a long time about
this  FEMA [Federal Emergency
Management Agency)] grant that we
applied for which is for vegetation
abatement and home hardening and all
sorts of things on the landscape scale
in the Brooktrails area and Sherwood
Road. We applied for this $50 million
grant. We got approval for phase 1of
it, which is the planning part, and that's
a little over $3 million and so that will
get us to where we can do the planning
regarding what homes need to be
hardened, and what areas need to have
the vegetation abatement. So, it's really
good that we got the FEMA grant, and
we’re moving forward.

“Also, we are working on the grant
for the fiber optic cable, and we weren't
in the first round for the money that
the state gave out. They've done the
preliminary work and they’re doing the
assessments, working with the drones,
but for implementation we are not in
the first round. We're hoping that in the
second round we will get approval,”
Haschak concluded.

Next up, the board turned their
focus to the Consent Calendar. They
unanimously approved the Accounts

Payable: $101,286.35.

There was also a Brooktrails Golf
Course report. Director Tyler-O'Shea
had some questions about the report.
The general manager asked, “Do you
want me to address any potential errors
in the report's sheets?” Tyler-O'Shea
said, “Yes.” Alaniz stated, “When |
first received January — March | found
a number of errors and | returned the
report back to them, asking them to
correct them. | didn’t go through every
single line, but | asked them to start
fresh. It wasn't until just recently when
we received the April-June reports that
we received the corrected January —
March report. | noticed that there were
some errors. |'ve asked them to give me
the accurate information, and once | got
the six months’ worth of their fee totals, |
did just use their bottom line to produce
the invoice for the capital reserve for
the half percent amount. They did pay
that, so | left it at that. | was pleased to
get the $217. In future | may be able to
focus attention on their spreadsheets.”

Tyler-O'Shea, the board
representative who attends the golf
course committee meetings, then said:
“Tom from Finance was there at the
recent meeting, and he offered to help
them with their spreadsheets. | hope
that that happens, because out of the
kindness of his heart he offered.”

Williams remarked on how beautiful
the golf course is and how well it is
maintained, noting that during the
January to March months of rain there
wasn't very much activity on the course.

The board then voted unanimously to
accept the golf course report.

One of the Consent Calendar items
was: “Consideration of Resolution 2024
to Surplus Two Vehicles and Make them
Available for Sale to Covelo Community
Services District.” Fire Chief Jon Noyer
requested that the old squad vehicle and
the retired ambulance that was donated
to the fire department be surplused.
While the fire department awaited
delivery of the new squad vehicle, which
took quite some time, the township
spent $19,000 to keep the squad in
good running condition. Brooktrails has
just used the ambulance to transport
staff. The chief has requested to help
out Covelo Community Services District
that could use the two vehicles, to sell
the two vehicles to them for a total of
$5,000. The board voted unanimously
to approve the resolution.

Also on the agenda was:
“Consideration of Adopting the BCTSD
Workplace Violence Prevention Plan.”
California Senate Bill 553 was passed
and signed into law September 30,
2023. It amended the Labor Code
to require employers to develop and
implement a Workplace Violence
Prevention Plan by July 2024. Labor
Code Section 6401.9(b)(2)(f) states that
employers with less than 10 employees
within the publicly accessible areas
are not subject to adopting a WVPP.
However, SB553 will require the State
of California Division of Occupational
Safety and Health Agency to adopt its
own plan, which could influence how
the legislation is interpreted by the
agency. Adoption of the WVPP by the
district will avoid a potential compliance
issue in the future.

The  WVPP  process, upon
implementation, will be the responsibility
of the district to offer training to all
employees. Employee input is important
and helps keep the plan relevant for day-
to-day operations. Training is proposed
for staff to begin in early August.

All BTCSD employees are expected
to assist in maintaining a safe, healthy
and secure work environment.
Everyone is responsible for using safe
wok practices, following applicable
injury and illness Prevention Plan
requirements, and acting in accordance
with policies in the Township Policy
Manual.

Williams asked, “What is a workplace
violence hazard?” Alaniz said, “If we
identify a hazard, we would train on it.
In the training, one of the things that is
talked about is getting feedback from
your employees regarding what they
think is a hazard. A workplace violence
hazard may be when we have to shut
off a customer’s water. That can initiate
a volatile response.”

Fire Chief Noyer said: “We encounter
these hazards all of the time. I've had a
lady try to stab me. I've had shots fired.
It's everywhere. There are booby traps
set up. The hazards are endless.”

Alaniz said: “Most of the time that
is something that is happening offsite.
This is very specific to the workplace.
We are unique in having a fire
department onsite. It seems prudent for
us to implement this plan at this time.”

A married couple, Nguyen and Pham are
experienced dentists who recently moved
to Mendocino County from Fresno, where
they were in private practice.

Nguyen and Pham believe
communication is key to helping relieve
patients’ dental anxiety. Many people fear
trips to the dentist, either because of a
bad past experience or because they are
uncertain of what their appointment will
entail. Dentists often don't talk enough to
their patients, Nguyen says.

Sometimes dentists do not explain
procedures fully, or take the time to
understand their patients’ fears or concerns.
Patients fear the unknown, and Pham
and Nguyen say they work to counteract
this fear through conversation, building a
rapport with each patient.

Patients who are anxious about an
appointment tend to feel better if they talk
about it with their dentist. Some older adults
may have had a painful past experience

Other patients may come to the dentist
after a traumatic event like a car accident.

“When we're able to find out what
happened that triggered that fear, we can
have a better approach to treating them,”
Pham says.

In their conversations with patients,
Nguyen and Pham say it helps to focus on
their concerns instead of skipping straight
to discussing the treatment. “Take it step by
step,” Pham says. “It's a lot of baby steps.”

Nguyen credits his wife for getting him
into dentistry in the first place. He was
working for the California Department of
Transportation as an engineer in 2000 when
he visited her dental office. He saw Nhung's
interactions with patients and wished
he could experience more meaningful
interactions in his own job. “l saw her
working with patients, communicating with
patients. | saw that dentists could interact
more with people, and provide direct help,”
he recalls.

Nguyen decided to change careers.
He quit his job with the transportation
department and went back to school,
graduating from Tufts University School of
Dental Medicine in 2007.

with an uncle who was a dentist in Vietnam
as well as three uncles who are dentists on
the East Coast. She earned a bachelor’s
degree in biochemistry and was planning
to pursue a PhD in biochemistry before
changing course and enrolling in dental
school. “We wanted to continue that
tradition in the family,” she says. Pham
enrolled in Tufts University School of
Dental Medicine and graduated from the
program in 2005.

Nguyen and his wife were drawn to this
area by the educational opportunities for
their three children. Coming from a large
city, they are excited to live in a more
secluded area. They also have extended
family in the area with whom they can now
connect more often.

Both dentists appreciate  MCHC's
compassionate, patient-centered
approach to healthcare.

The City of Willits Community Development Department and its consultants have prepared a Draft
Program EIR for the adoption of the City of Willits Land Use Element, Zoning and Sphere of Influence
(SOI) Updates, State Clearing House No. 2023030321. The City is the lead agency under the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) for the project. The intent of this Notice of Availability (NOA) is to
notify interested parties that the Draft Program Environmental Impact Report (EIR) is available for public
review and comment.

Project Location: The project location includes the following: the entire City of Willits (~1,801 acres
including the City center area and the Willits Municipal Airport (Ells Field) and the Willits Water
Treatment Plant and Morris Dam portions of the City of Willits); the ~12 acre existing SOI along
Meadowbrook Drive; and the proposed ~875 acre SOI that includes areas along West State Route 20 and
Cropley Lane, along Locust Street, portions of the Mill Creek Drainage, along Muir Mill Road, along East
Valley Street, and east of Grove Street.

Project Description: The proposed Project is an amendment to the City of Willits Land Use Element,
Land Use Diagram, Zoning Map and Regulations, and an application to amend the City’s SOI. The Project
includes:

(1) the identification of a Planning Area that includes the City as well as surrounding land that bears
relation to City planning;

(2) changes to existing and new Land Use Element policy intended to expand the land supply for
housing of all types, provide for focused planning for Willits’ commercial centers, provide for land
use flexibility and compatibility, ensure community health and vitality and environmental health and
sustainability, and to expand and improve land use designations and general plan maintenance;

(3) changes to Land Use Designations within the City to support residential and commercial
development, as well as for open space purposes, and changes to apply Land Use Designations that
best reflect the use and character of existing development within the City where the current Land
Use Designation is not appropriate;

(4) proposed expansions to the City’s SOI, with the application of appropriate City Land Use
Designations, to support a potential SOI Amendment application to the Mendocino Local Agency
Formation Commission; Gateway to the Redwoods

(5) amendments to the Zoning Map and Zoning Regulations to ensure consistency with the Land Use
Element and Land Use Map, which may occur simultaneously with or closely following Land
Element adoption, and that may include the application of consistent Zoning Classifications and
edits to the Zoning Regulations to ensure consistency.

Adoption of the Plan requires certification of the EIR, a General Plan Amendment, Zoning Map and Text
Amendments by the Willits City Council and an application to the Mendocino Local Agency Formation
Commission to amend the City SOI.

Potential Environmental Effects of the Project: The Draft EIR finds that implementation of the proposed
Project could result in significant and unavoidable impacts related to greenhouse gas emissions, even with
the incorporation of mitigation measures. Impacts in all other areas were found to be less than signifi-
cant or less than significant with incorporation of mitigation measures. The draft EIR provides a detailed
project description, an analysis of physical environmental effects of the project, and an identification of
feasible mitigation measures and alternatives that would avoid or lessen the severity of project impacts,
and a summary of impacts and mitigation measures.

perfectly edible. So, four tons a month goes
back into feeding the community. If the
food expires that day, we pick it up, and it
goes out the door the same day or maybe
the next day. We're trying to encourage
schools and hospitals to also participate in
the program,” explained Tippit.

There are many families in Willits whose
income qualifies them for this program.

“In order to get our distribution, people
need to bring in an ID and a birthday and
how many people are in the household.
We're serving [households] from Willits,
Brooktrails, and Laytonville. We get a
couple people here from Covelo and a
couple from Lake County,” Tippit said.

“The people get a little scannable card
which they can use at other food banks
as well, but you can’t pick up on the same
day. They can go multiple times to get the
food they need for their family. If they have

a one-income household and they have
children, it's gotten really tough with this
economy,” said Tippit.

If the Willits Food Bank had to close,
there would be many desperate families
in the area without enough to sustain their
families. Tippit would like to see people
pledge to give a monthly amount so that
they would be assured of a steady income
while they try for several grants.

“Some of the people are using the food
bank, but the other people are supporting
the food bank, they know how important
it is and how much of an impact it makes
on the community,” said Tippit. Every
donation helps feed those families who are
struggling.
