Sacramento — As the new school year approaches, the California Department of Public Health urges
children, teens, and adults to get recommended and required vaccines.

“School immunization requirements and recommended vaccines help protect the health of our children,
teens and communities,” said Dr. Tomas J. Aragon, CDPH Director and State Public Health Officer. “If
you haven't done so already, talk with your doctor about immunizations for your child. And if your child
needs to get immunized, schedule your appointment soon, well before the school year begins.”

Required Immunizations: California law requires students to receive age-specific immunizations in
order to attend public and private elementary and secondary schools as well as licensed childcare
centers. Schools and licensed childcare centers are required to enforce immunization requirements,
